The Cultural Centre University of Malaya will convene and organise an international dance conference entitled Asia Pacific International Dance Conference from 8th – 10th July 2005, co-organised by MyDance Alliance and the World Dance Alliance Asia Pacific. The conference will take place during the MyDance Festival 2005 (MDF 2005) and the World Dance Alliance Asia Pacific Annual General Meeting in Kuala Lumpur.
The organisers of the Asia Pacific International Dance Conference (APIDC) invite members of WDA and interested individuals to submit proposals for papers on related topics on the theme of Global and Local: Dance in Performance that focus on issues of Education and Training, Creation and Presentation, Research and Documentation, Status and Welfare, Management and Promotion, Writing and Criticism, Dance Notation, etc. Proposals for panels are also welcome. The language for the conference is English.
The time given for each presentation is 20 minutes with 10 minutes for questions and discussions). Due to the limitation of funds, only twenty seven paper presenters including three keynote speakers will present their papers at this conference.
Papers accepted for this conference will be published in a special book publication before the conference. All papers must be submitted three months before the conference for publication.

Paper presenters will be provided hotel lodging, a small honorarium, pre-paid conference fee and tickets to dance performances. Participants other than paper presenters will be assisted with discounted hotel rates and local transportation to the conference venue from the conference hotel. The conference fee for non-paper presenters is RM 400.00 (USD 105.00) which covers registration, conference package, coffee breaks, welcome dinner party, tickets to daily showcase (three showcase performances) and evening performances (three evening performances) at the MyDance Festival 2005.

Proposals should be postmarked no later than November 30, 2004.
Decision regarding the presentations will be mailed out by December 2004.

2. Proposals should be no more than 1 page in length, and should include the name, address, phone number, fax number and e-mail address of the author.

The Cultural Centre University of Malaya is pleased to publish the conference proceedings in a book entitle “Global and Local – Dance in Performance”. This publication will be made available during the conference and will be sent to all institutional members for inclusion in their collections. The publication is copyrighted by the Cultural Centre University of Malaya; however each author retains the copyright for his or her paper. Because the publication is printed ahead of time to be available at the conference, strict adherence to the standards and deadlines is required.
Electronic mail is the preferred method for submitting your papers, as described below. If you are not able to submit an email attachment, you may mail a hard copy with a diskette so long as it arrives by the deadline.

Submission Procedures
The preferred format is Microsoft Word on an IBM diskette or as a mail attachment. If sending a diskette, please include a printed copy of the paper. All diskettes must be labelled with your name, title of paper and mailing address. Similar information must be included in all mail attachments.

Formatting
1. Length
Manuscripts may be no longer than 10 single-spaced pages. Includes the abstract, body of paper, end notes and references, and 50 words professional biography. No additional material (appendixes, illustrations, graphics, line art, or figures) is accepted.

2. Formatting
Use quarter size paper.

Type the paper in 10 point Times Roman font, a variation such as Times New Roman or Times is accepted.

CAPITALIZE the title in top centre margin of page 1. Double-space, and type the author’s name, in upper and lower case type. Double-space, and type the abstract that you submitted for the program. Double-space, and begin typing the paper.
Do not include a cover page. Do not format page numbers, running headers or footers. Write page numbers only on hard copies accompanying the diskette, should you mail a disk rather than email the paper.

3. Language
Papers may be submitted in English only.

4. Margins and Tabs
Use 1” margins on all sides. Set the tab at 3 spaces for paragraph indentation and for block quotes.

5. Spacing
Single-space the text. Double-space between paragraphs. Tab 3 spaces at the beginning of the paragraphs.

6. End Notes and References
Format end notes and bibliography at the end of the paper or incorporate the information in the body of the text. No footnotes.

7. Abstract
Double-space below the title (before beginning of the text of your paper). Type the same abstract that you submitted for the conference.

8. Author’s Profile
At the end of the paper, after the bibliography or end notes, include a professional profile. Fifty word maximum.

9. Submission
Email the paper as an attachment or send your diskette to the address given below. In all cases, please mail a hard copy of the paper to the above address to make sure that the correct file and all information as you wish it to appear in the publication are received. 

10. Editing and Proofreading
Check your paper carefully for grammar, typos, spelling, citations, etc. You are responsible for the accuracy, correctness, clarity and use of language in the paper.
